Moloshidi Valley in NE India ... from LaVerne Morse (Asia Christian Services)
One of the most remote, distant, restricted areas in all of India is the Moloshidi Valley in
Arunachal Pradesh State (circled left). However, 7,000 Lisu Christians live in this remote
place! The Lisu Church of Christ at Shidi Village has about 1,000 members. In spite of its
isolation from the outside world, Lisu Christians are able to hear half-hour gospel radio
broadcasts in their own “mother tongue” every evening from Far East Broadcasting
Company transmitters in Manila, Philippines.

These broadcasts were first started by Asia Christian Services ... have always been
supported by Gospel Broadcasting Mission ... and are produced in the Gospel Recording
Studios in Chiangmai, Thailand. Co-workers Ahdi Mark and his wife Tasanee serve as

directors and have a staff of five producing daily programs in several SE Asian languages.
